The standard fee for 2012 residential workshop is TT$2500, which includes all workshops, tutorials and readings, and full board accommodation. Meals are fully vegetarian, but access to other meal choices and liquids are available a short walking distance from the workshop venue. The very secure location is on the northern coast of Trinidad, and includes its own private small beach, while nature trails and opportunities to access the famous turtle laying beaches are available.
